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Explicit Vocabulary Instruction





Contextualize the word for its role in the text.


Provide a student friendly definition, description, explanation, or example of the new term (along with a nonlinguistic representation).


Provide examples and ask students to provide their own examples of the word.


Construct a picture, symbol, or graphic representing the word on a note card.


Engage students in lively ways to utilize the new word immediately.


Provide multiple exposures of the new words over time.
